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Lidl donate their surplus bakery items and
sometimes frozen produce to us on a daily

basis.

 In the months of November and December we
have given out the equivalent 2430 meals for

FREE in our local community. 

This is gratefully received each day and there is
always a queue for this food. We are looking to
open this up for an extra hour in the New Year.  

The BwD Food Club is in high demand. 

We have been delivering food boxes to other
community hubs who have been then

distributing to those in their local community. 
It has certainly kept us busy here at HQ which is
great however it is sad to see so many people
needing this help. However, this is exactly why

we are here and what we love doing. 
431 food boxes have been distributed within

the borough. 

To support our community further, we have hired a
cook! Annie from Bean Fresh Food Café has been

cooking hot dinners every Tuesday! These portions
are huge, warm and are ready to eat upon

collection, can be warmed up for an evening meal
or they can be frozen. We have been selling the
portions at £1.50 and it is safe to say they have
been a sell out each week! We have made the

meals suitable for most dietary requirements and
will hopefully help a little more in these colder
